Introduction

This Antarctic fly/sail journey blends efficiency with exploration, flying you over the Drake Passage in one direction
so you can spend more time experiencing the white continent itself. Beginning in Punta Arenas, you'll fly to King
George Island where your expedition vessel awaits, ready to take you deep into the Antarctic Peninsula. Over several
days, you'll explore a landscape of towering glaciers, drifting icebergs and wildlife-rich shores, with regular Zodiac
excursions and landings bringing you up close to penguin colonies, seals and feeding whales. With long daylight
hours and a flexible itinerary shaped by conditions, each day offers something different, whether cruising through icy
channels or stepping ashore in this remote and remarkable environment.

Your return journey crosses the Drake Passage by sea, giving you time to unwind, take in lectures and reflect on
everything you've experienced while still keeping an eye out for seabirds and marine life. The voyage concludes back
in Ushuaia after sailing through the Beagle Channel, wrapping up a well-balanced Antarctic adventure that combines
immersive exploration with a smoother, more time-efficient way to travel.

Today, Punta Arenas reflects a
great blend of cultural backgrounds, from
English sheep ranchers to Portuguese
sailors. It remains an utterly fascinating
testament to Chile's rich history. Modern
day Punta Arenas is home to many popular
restaurants, and bars, offering a mix of local
and international fare (meals at your own
expense today). At 7.00 pm this evening,
meet your fellow expeditioners at a voyage
briefing where we will reconfirm your
transfer times for tomorrow, explain the
procedures for your flight to King George
Island and outline important IAATO
regulations for visitors to Antarctica.
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YHagsrning we will be transferred to
Pontaidrgnas airport for our charter flight
ronkangtieorae dskenib Pafangida (weather
pgrmitting). The flight will take
approximately one hour and forty-five
minutes. On arrival into King George Island
our expedition team is on hand to greet you
and to prepare you for your Zodiac transfer
to the vessel. You will have time to settle
into your cabin before our important safety
briefings. Note: King George Island is
located at the northern part of the Antarctic
Peninsula in the South Shetland Islands and
is one of the most remote places on Earth. A
clear sky with perfect visibility is required
for safe take-off and landing. A contingency
plan will be applied to your itinerary should
your flights not proceed today. Your safety
is our utmost priority. We apologise in
advance for any delays caused due to this
unpredictable situation. Please refer to our
terms and conditions for a more detailed
explanation.

Spotting
yaita fesiciceRatd ot tRkinm sudaep breath
of|some of the most fresh, crisp air on earth
is an experience that will stay with you
forever. Once we arrive, the western side of
the Antarctic Peninsula and the South
Shetland Islands are ours to explore, and we
have a host of choices available to us.
Because we are so far south, we will
experience approximately 18-24 hours of
daylight and the days can be as busy as you
wish. Your experienced expedition team,
who have made countless journeys to this
area, will use their expertise to design your
voyage from day to day, choosing the best
options based on the prevailing weather, ice
conditions and wildlife opportunities. We
generally make landings or Zodiac
excursions twice a day. You will want to rug
up before joining Zodiac cruises along
spectacular ice cliffs or among grounded
icebergs, keeping watch for whales, seals
and porpoising penguins. Zodiacs will also
transport you from the ship to land, where
you can visit penguin rookeries, discover
historic huts and explore some of our
favourite spots along the peninsula. While
ashore we aim to stretch our legs,
wandering along pebbly beaches or perhaps
up snow-covered ridgelines to vantage
points with mountains towering overhead
and ice-speckled oceans below. If you have
chosen an optional activity, you will have
the option to do that whenever conditions
allow, and of course keen polar plungers
will have the chance to fully immerse
themselves in polar waters - conditions
permitting! In addition to Zodiac cruises
and shore excursions, we may ship cruise
some of the narrow, dramatic straits
separating offshore islands from the
mainland, or linger in scenic bays to watch
whales travelling or feeding. This is a great
time to enjoy the observation lounge or
make your way to the bridge for
uninterrupted views of Antarctica in all its
splendour. Keep an ear out for the creak
and deep rumble of glaciers as they carve
their way from summit to sea. Take a quiet
moment to experience the wonder of this
incredible white continent.

Upon
disembarkation, for those continuing their
travels in the region, transportation to the
hotel will be arranged exclusively for guests
who have booked their accommodations
through Aurora or for those staying in
downtown areas near the port.
Expeditioners departing on flights prior to
12.30 pm will be directly transferred to
Ushuaia Airport, those with flights after
12.30 pm will have the opportunity to
explore Ushuaia before an afternoon airport
transfer, and the transfer procedures and
details will be communicated onboard
before disembarkation.
